Unit 8: A community called Church-Part 1 (United in faith and love)

Read the following texts (Jn 13, 34-35; Ephesians 4, 1-6; Col 1, 18-24) and answer the following questions:

In the Gospel of John we find some words that Jesus says to his disciples the night before his death, at the Last Supper. He gives them recommendations and reminds them of what all those years spent together mean. Also pray a prayer to God for them.
a) What is the feeling that is most repeated in the words of Jesus?
b) Where does the strength of that feeling come from?
c) What does Jesus ask God as a desire for his disciples?
d) According to the last paragraph, where does this desire for unity come from and what is its objective?

Paul writes a letter to Christians in the city of Ephesus in which he takes up Jesus' words about love and unity among Christians.
a) What do Paul's words have in common with those of Jesus in the last supper?
b) What is the foundation and root of Christian unity?
c) The Second Vatican Council said that the Church is the "people of God". What can this expression mean after reading the two stories?

Saint Paul also proposes a metaphor to speak of the Church that is very suggestive.
a) Why do you think Paul chooses the expression "body of Christ" to define the Church?
