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Unit 4: Pentecost, the Church is born-Part 2
Read the following texts from the New Testament (Acts 2, 1-13) and answer the following questions:

Fifty days after the Passover feast, the Jews celebrate the feast of Pentecost. On that feast they thank God for the harvests and remember God's covenant with his people. With this reason, Jerusalem fills with people who came from other places.

a) What natural phenomena appear in the story? What impression do they produce?

b) What is the first sign of the arrival of the Holy Spirit to the disciples?

c) What is the relationship between the Pentecost account and last week's activity 1? • What is the mission that the disciples begin at this time?

Some natural phenomena were considered a divine manifestation in ancient times. Read this text from Exodus Ex 19, 16-19).

a) What do this text and the previous one of Pentecost have in common?

b) Do you think these similarities can be intentional? Why?

After receiving the Spirit, the first to speak is the Apostle Peter. He is surrounded by the other eleven apostles and in his speech he explains who Jesus is. Imagine the situation, they are at the entrance of the house where they were meeting, and with them the people who have gone there when they heard the noise. Read Acts 2, 14-39

a) What words of Jesus are being fulfilled in this account?

b) How does Peter explain who Jesus is?

c) Why is it good news for those who listen to what Peter tells? Who is that good news for?

d) What feelings do those who listen to you express?

In the first Christian communities, everyone lives in fraternity and equality with others. This text is a fragment of the letter that Paul writes to the Galatians, one of the Christian communities in the Galatian region. Read Gal 3, 26-29

a) According to Paul, what differences of those that cause inequality in that society are suppressed with baptism?

b) Can you explain any of these differences as a cause of injustice and inequality?
