THE FRENCH “SUN KING": LOUIS XIV
For 72 years (1643-1715), France was ruled by
Lous XIV. Louis was known as the “Sun King’
because of the splendour of his court. Look at this
picture of a ceiling in Louis’ palace at Versailles.

How did Lous change France?

Increased the power of the king: Louis said that
God had chosen him 1o be king s he should
have absolute power. He reduced the power of
the nobles and the Church.

Created religious unity: Louis said that
Protestants had to leave France or convert to
Catholicism. Most of them converted, but others
emigrated to Protestant countries

Made France bigger: Louis won wars against
Spain, England and the Holy Roman Empire, so he
expanded the borders of France.

Created an empire: The French founded colonies|
in America, Africa and Asia during Lous'reign.

ENGLAND: THE POWER OF PARLIAMENT
In England, religious and politcal conflcts in the 17
century led 10 a civil war.
Political conflicts: Like Louis XIV of France, Charles |
was an absolute king: he ruied without parliament.
This made the members of parliament angry.
Religious conflicts: The Protestants were afaid that
Charles was secretly a Catholic. They thought that he
wanted to tum England into a Catholic country.
The Civil War
In 1642, the king tried to arest six members of
parliament for treason. This started a civil war
between Charles and parliament. Eventually Oliver
Cromuwell led parliament to victory, and Charles was.
beheaded
Now parliament expected to govern England, but
instead Ofiver Cromwell made himself ictator. He.
even closed parfiament!
Life under Cromwell
Cromwell was a Puritan (a strict
Protestant), and he introduced
many rules on moral behaviour:

+ He dlosed all of the theatres

+ Boys were whipped for playing

football on Sundays.

+ Women were not allowed to wear make-up.
Shared power
After Cromwell died, Charles I's heirs tred to rule as
absolute monarchs again, but parliament didn't accept
this. Charles’ grandson James had to abdicate. James'
daughter Mary then became queen, and her husband
William of Orange became king. They promised to
rule with parfiament. This was the start of the
constitutional monarchy: power was shared
between the king and parliament.
