Charles I inherited kingdoms from al four of his.
grandparents

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This made him the most powerful man in Europe.
Charles was born in Flanders n the Low Counties,
and when he became King of Castile in 1516, he
hardly spoke any Castilian. However, he spent most
of his life in Castile, because it was rich, and he
needed to collect taxes there.
n 1556 Charles abdicated. He considered his empire
100 big for one person to rule, 50 he spit it into two
parts:

« His son Philip Il got Castle, Aragén, the Low

Countries, much of ltay and the Americas.

+ His brother Ferdinand I got Austria, Hungary and
Bohemia. He also became Holy Roman Emperor
Later,in 1580, the King of Portuga died childless, and

herited Portugal and all of its empire in
Africa, Asia and Brazil

However, Philip had a fixed courtin Madrid.
Before that, Madrid was only a small town.

 War against the Ottoman Turks: The Turks were
expanding thei empire, and they wanted to
control the Mediterranean. They won several
important sea batie, bt n 1571 the Spanish
and Venetians destroyed the Turkish flet 3t

They also had to defeat several rebellions.
Protecting the empire was very expensive, and people had to pay
high taxes. Charles and Philip went into deb, and Philp even went
bankrupt several times.

DEFENDING CATHOLICISM
Everyone in the empire had to be a Roman
Catholic.Phiip used the Inquisition to punish
heretics, and many books were prohibited.

Many people in the Low Countries were
Protestants, and 5o in 1566 they rebelled against
the Spanish. This led to 2 war tha lasted 80 years.

THE COMUNERO REBELLION
01520, many towns in Castil rebelled agains
