« The sale of indulgences: some priests said
that if you paid money to the Church, your
sins would be forgiven. This made some of
the clergy very rich.

« Some people paid to get important jobs in
the Church. These people were not very
religious: they were just interested in the
‘power and wealth of the Church.

+ Many priests were not properly trained.

THE COUNTER-REFORMATION

The Catholic Church realised that it needed to do something

to stop the spread of Protestantism, so it

* Introduced reforms: It stopped the sale of indulgences
and improved the training of priests.

+ Confirmed the doctrine of the Catholic Church: The
Coundil of Trent (1545-1563) rejected Luther's teachings;

+ Spread the Catholic faith: The Catechism was written
to explain the true teachings of the Catholic Church.
New religious orders, including the Jesuits, spread
those teachings al over Europe.

The disagreements between the Catholics and Protestants

increased religious intolerance in Europe. This led to many

wars,
