The Portuguese had reached India and China by sailing
south and then east. Christopher Columbus, an ltalian
merchant from Genoa, had the opposite idea. He wanted
t0 reach India by sailing west into the Atlantic Ocean.
Columbus needed money to pay for the expedition. so in
1486 he went to the Catholic Monarchs. Sx years later,
after they had conquered the Kingdom of Granada, they
finally decided to finance his expedition

Columbus set sail with ninety men on three boats: the
Santa Maria, the Pinta and the Nifia. After saiing for
many weeks, some of the men wanted to turn back.

Then, on 12 October 1492, they finally saw land
Columbus thought that he had arrived in Japan! He
brought a few indigenous people back to Seville, to
show that his expedition had been successful. The people
of Spain were amazed! Soon the news of his discovery
spread all across Europe. Columbus went on three more
expeitions to the Americas before he died in 1506,

THE TREATY OF TORDESILLAS
In 1494 the pope divided all newly discovered lands
outside Europe between Spain and Portugal slong a
of ongitude 370 leagues west of the Cape Verde
islands. This was called the Treaty of Tordesila
