Read the following texts from the New Testament (Mt 26, 31-75) and answer the following questions:

Pedro was one of the first disciples. Jesus called him to accompany him from the beginning. Peter was one of the closest apostles to Jesus, he was present in the transfiguration of Jesus and in the prayer in Gethsemane. From what the Gospels say, Peter was an impulsive person who had great admiration and affection for Jesus. Read the story where Peter assures that he would never abandon Jesus.

a) Why are the disciples going to be scandalized?

b) Is Peter willing to follow Jesus to death?

c) Have you been able to keep your word?

d) Why does Pedro cry?

Read (Jn 21, 17-20; Mt 16, 13-18) Despite denying Jesus, Peter gave his life for him. Read the story where Jesus announces that he will die for being his disciple.

a) What image does Jesus use to announce Peter's death?

b) Why is Peter's death a reason to give glory to God?

c) Do you know where and how Pedro died?

Peter occupied a prominent position among the apostles. The Gospels portray him as the leader of the group who, on several occasions, spoke on behalf of others. Furthermore, Jesus entrusted him with a special mission.

a) What is the mission that Jesus entrusts to Peter?

b) How is this mission related to the name of Peter?

c) Are you surprised that Jesus chooses an apostle as the stone of the Church who then denies him three times?
