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PART A: Human Rights for a New Planet
1. Read the following scenario:
A small new planet has been discovered that has everything needed to sustain human life. No one has ever lived there. There are no laws, no rules, and no history. 2. Do the following activities:

3. Answer these questions:
· Did your ideas about which rights were most important change during the activity?
· How would life be on this planet if some of these rights were excluded?
· Are there any rights you would still like to add to the final list?
· Why is making a list like this useful?
