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The build-up to World War One

The late 19 century and early 20 century was a time of increasing tensions between the European powers:
+ Britain, France, Germany and Haly were all competing to expand ther overseas empires, This caused

rivalries between the countries, and led to an arms race (see box)
France had lost Alsace-Lorraine to Germany in the war of 1870-71, and wanted to get it back.
Russla wanted safe access to the Mediterranean, which led 1o wars with the Ottoman Empire in the Balkans,
‘Austria-Hungary was made up of many nations, some of which wanted independence. After Serbia and
Romania gained independence from the Ottoman Empire, nationaistfeelng in the Balkans grew.
Governments used propaganda to increase nationalism they encouraged people to think that their country.
was best and that other counries were their enemies. This made the general public more nationalist.

‘World War One (WWI) was fought on a number of separate fronts, [
but the two main fronts were the Western Front and Eastern Front

THE WESTERN FRONT -
Germany had developed the Schlieffen Plan for a war against both
France and Russia. This plan involved attacking France frt, and using
manoeuvre warfare to win quickly by taking Paris, After that,the
Germans could turn east and fight the Russians,

n August 1914, Germany invaded France through Belgium, to g0
around the defences on the French border with Germany. The plan
almast succeeded, but in the Battle of the Marne the french and
Brtish managed to stop the Germans just before they reached Pars.
Both sides now dug trenches (see next page), which started  period
of attrition warfare. Forthe next three years the front hardly moved,
although both sides lost huge numbers of men in batles ke the
Battle of Verdun, which lasted for most of 1916, and the Battle of
the Somme (1uy-November 1916).

THE EASTERN FRONT

At the start of the war, Russia invaded both Germany and Austria-
Hungary. It suffered a terible defeat against the Germans at the

Battle of Tannenberg, but it managed to occupy part of Austria
