CONSEQUENCES OF THE AGE OF DISCOVERY
Before the Age of Discovery, Europeans knew very ltte about the rest of the world, and some people even
thought the world was flat! Explorers ke Christopher Columbus and Ferdinand Magellan brought
Europeans into contact with the rest of the world. Now European ships travelled all over the world, buying
and selling things. But they didn't just trade: they also carried people and ideas. Tis led to huge changes in
the world.
Economic changes
+ Al of the gold and silver from America made Europe, and especially Spain, much richer.
+ Crops from around the world were brought to Europe, while European crops were planted in America,
Social changes
+ The Europeans brought diseases like smallpox and influenza to the Americas. The native people had
0 immunity to these diseases, so very many of them died.
+ Now there were not enough peaple to work on the farms, so the Europeans brought slaves from Africa,
+ Many Europeans also emigrated to the Americas.
Cultural changes
+ Christian missionaries travelled all over the world. Most of the people in the Spanish Empire converted
to Catholicism, and some people in Asia also became Christians.
« The people in the Americas leamed new languages, like Spanish, Portuguese, French and English.
