In 1485, Henry Tudor finall defeated his
enemies at the Battle of Bosworth Field, and was crowned Henry VII, This was the start o the Tudor
dynasty. Henry brought peace to England and united the country, which made it much stronger.
HENRY VIl (1491-1547)
When Henry VIll became king. he was a tall and handsome seventeen-year-oid,
He was excellent at sports like hunting and jousting, and he also played music
and wrote poetry. He was popular with ordinary people, and everyone thought
that he was going to be a great king
Henry martied Catherine of Aragon, the daughter of the Catholic Monarchs, to
create an aliance between England and Spain. However, after 16 years Henry
wanted to divorce her, because he stil didn't have a son.
o get a divorce, Henry needed permission from the pope, but the pope refused.
Henry's solution was to create the new Anglican Church, which he would lead
himself. Now he could do whatever he liked without asking the pope, so he gave.
himself permission to divorce Catherine.
s Henry grew older, he became very fat and bad-tempered. Henry married five more times, but he
‘executed two of his wives, and divorced one wife because he thought she was ugly. Many people thought
that the young, handsome king had tumed into an old tyrant. When he died, Mary | became queen. Mary
was the Catholic daughter of Henry and Catherine of Aragon, and she was married to Philip I of Spain.
QUEEN ELIZABETH | (1533-1603)
When Mary died in 1558, her Protestant sister
Elizabeth | became queen. England and Spain
now became enemies:

+ Elizabeth supported the Protestant rebels

in the Low Countries against the Spanish.
