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Case study: The British Raj in India

EAST INDIA COMPANY RULE
I the early 16" century, Muslim rulers united the mainly Hindu
kingdoms of Inia in the Mughal Empire. In 1600, Queen
Elizabeth | gave the East India Company a monopoly on British
trade with India. The company received permission from the
Mughal Emperor to establish trading posts on the Indian coast.

To defend ts trading post, the East India Company had it own
army, made up of Brish soldiers and a much larger number of
Incian soldiers called sepoys. From the late 170 century, the
Mughal Empire began to decline. The Britsh, French and local
princes a tred to take advantage of ths. There were several wars,
which were eventually won by the Briish. After this, the East India
Company gained a dominant position in India. It was allowed to.
collect tax and administer jusice in the areas it controlled.
BRITISH RAJ

In 1857, some sepoys shot their offcers and marched to Delhi. This
led 10 2 much wider civiian rebellion, which it ook the British over
ayear to defeat. After the rebellon, the British goverment
decided to abolish the East India Company and rule India
directly. Queen Victoria became Empress of India,

The British rule in India was called the Raj. However, they did not
e the whole country diectly — about 40% of it remained under
the controlof localrulers who cooperated with the British.

HOW DID BRITISH RULE AFFECT INDIA?
The British ran India for their own benefit. There were high taxes,
and they did not hesitate to use violence and repression to keep.
control. Crops were exported,father than used 1o feed local
people, which contributed to several famines.
The British believed that they were a “civising force", so they tried
t0'top local customs that they considered barbaric. This included
sat,in which a widow burns herself o death on her husband's
funeral pyre. Bitsh rule also resulted in some development

The Briish gave a few Indians a Western education to train them
to work n the civilservice. The Britsh wanted "a clss of persons,
Indian in blood and colour, but English in taste, opinions, in morals
and in intelect”. This created a university-educated Indian efte.
Even 5o, Indians were not treated as social equals (see box)

COLONIAL SOCIETY.
The Britsh community in India included vl
senvants, offiers, businesspeople, doctors,
teachers and missionarles. They all worked
with Indians but did not socialise with
them, The Brish had ther own clubs where
they enjoyed typical Briish pastimes ke
tennis, paying cards, horse racing and gol.
They also went hunting for exotic animals
fike tigers and panthers. Polo was one.
Indian sport that became very popular.

The climate i India was too hot forthe
Brtsh s0 they estabished hil statons with
Brtsh-style houses where familes coud go
during summer.

The Bitish i Incia could afford lots of
senvants, so theirchichen were brought up
by local “ayahs”. These children often
leamed many Indian words, and had a
closer relationship with local people.

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The French Colonial Empire

At the end of the 19% century, France had the second largest colonial empire. Like Bitain, rance had lost most
of it first colonial empire in the Americas in the 18" century. ts second colonial empire was mainly in Africa
(see page 56), although it also had territories in South-East Asia, South America and the Pacific Ocean.

Unlike Britain, France used direct rule in ts colonies. This meant that @ French governor ruled each colony,
based on French laws and customs. Native people helped to administer the colonies, but they were chosen by
the French, and did not come from ruling familis. This greatly recuced the power of the traditional kings and

exhibition of manufactured goods organised by
Prince Albert, Queen Victoria's husband. There were
almost 14,000 exhibitors, half from Beitain and ts
Empire, and halffrom other countries. It was the first
time that people from so many nations had come
together in the same place. Visitrs could see objects
from around the world, as well as the latest
technological inventions, including steam engines,
printing presses and velocipedes - ealy bicycles.
