5. THE LINUX OPERATING SYSTEM 
Linux (or GNU Linux) is a free operating system. It can be used, improved on, and shared for free. You can use it in different ways:

· As your only operating system.

· Sharing the hard drive with another operating system (for example Windows). To do this, you will first need to divide or partition the hard drive.

· Running it from a CD (LiveCD) or from a pendrive, without installing it.

5.1. THE DESKTOP

When we boot Linux the first thing we see is the desktop:
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Linux’s graphic interface or desktop uses icons, shortcuts or launchers, toolbars or panels, windows, and menus.

The bottom bar lets you run applications, access different desktops and see the status through various ‘indicators’: network, keyboard type, sound, clock and close session. 

Organising and storing information

In Linux, information is also stored in files and organised into folders and on drives. The Places menu lets you access important folders, computer drives, and network servers. You can also use it to search for files and open recent documents. 
Organising files

Linux’s File Manager lets you manage the folders and files on our computer.

In the File Manager window we can find several components: 
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1. Menu: Offers several options for saving files or changing the way you can visualise them.

2. Address bar: Tells you the name of the file and the path.

3. Side panel: Show a list of places and devices on the system, which can be partitions of the hard drive or other drives connected to the computer.

4. Visualisation panel: shows the contents of the folder we are currently in. 

Personalising the system

We can adapt the system to our own needs and likes. Some options are:

· Appearance, to configure the way the desktop looks.

· Power saving, to save energy when we are not using the computer.

· Mouse and keyboard, to define how they work.

· Network connections, Passwords and Printers.
