Unit 8: Go into the whole world-Part 1 (Paul, the apostles of the gentiles)

Read the following texts: Lk 24, 45-49; Mk 16, 15-16; Acts 26, 4-18

Over the years, Christianity expanded greatly, spreading from Jerusalem to Rome, the capital of the Empire. In this way, the apostles fulfilled the command that Jesus resuscitated had given them.
a) According to Jesus, where must his message and conversion be announced?
b) What do the apostles have to receive to begin preaching?
c) Do you think the apostles fulfilled the mandate to announce the gospel to all peoples? What was the world known back then?

Paul was one of the great characters who carried out the expansion of Christianity beyond the Jewish world. He went from persecuting Christians to being persecuted, and became one of the leading evangelizers.
a) What was Paul's life like before he converted to Christianity? Can Paul be said to be a person consistent with his beliefs? • How do you describe the encounter with the Lord?
b) Why does Jesus tell you that you are persecuting him?
c) What mission does Jesus entrust to Paul?
d) What similarities are there between the command that Jesus gives to the apostles, in the texts of the previous exercise, and the one that he gives to Paul?
