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DECLARATION OF JULY 4, 1776 of the USA

We hold as evident these truths: that all men are created equal; that they are endowed by their creator with certain inalienable rights; that among these ~ I are life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness; that to guarantee these rights governments are instituted among men, that [...] whenever a form of government becomes destructive of these principles, the people have the right to reform or abolish it and to institute a new government that is founded in these principles [...]. Therefore, the representatives of the United States of America, appealing to God for the rectitude of our intentions, in the name and by the authority of the good people of these colonies, solemnly make public and declare: that these united colonies are, and should be, by right, free and independent states; that they are released from all allegiance to the British Crown. •
