In other areas there were conflcts between the Indians
and new settlers, which led t0 a large number of
American Indian Wars. These were eventually won by
the setters and the US army, which had better weapons.

SLAVERY AND THE AMERICAN CIVIL WAR
By 1860, the slave trade was banned i aimost allof the
world. In the United States, stavery was legal in ifteen
Southern states. These agricultural states reied on
Slaves 10 pick cotton, which was theif most important
export. The north, meanwhie, was more industra,
When Abraham Lincoln won the 1860 presidential
election, he promised to prevent savery spreacing
utside the fifteen states. As a resut eleven of the
slave states withdrew from the United States, forming
the Confederacy. The rest of the states the Union)
declared war on them, starting the American Civil War.
The war involved millions of men, and hundreds of
thousands were killed. During the war, Lincoln promised
10 3bolish slavery throughout the United States. The
north had a larger population and a stronger economy,
and in 1865 t defeated the Confederacy. As  result
four millon slaves were freed. The war also
strengthened the central government, which
increased US involvement in intemational politics
