REASONS FOR THE AGE OF DISCOVERY

Why did the Europeans suddenly start to explore

the rest of the world? There were four main

1. Trade: In 1453, the Ottoman Empire took
Constantinople, which ended the Byzantine
Empire. This made it more difficult for the
Europeans to trade with Asia, so they wanted
an alternative route that didn't go through
Musiim lands.
Navigation improved: They started using the
compass and astrolabe, and their maps
improved. This made it much easie for
explorers and merchants to repeat journeys
‘made by other people.
Boats improved: The Europeans developed a
boat called a caravel (right). It was fast, and it
was easier to manoeuvre than older ships.
