The Second Industrial Revolution

The Industrial Revolution iniially led to 2 huge increase in the production of coal, ron,textiles and ceramics, as
well as a transport revolution. In the second half of the 19° century, the use of o, steel and electricity led to
further big changes in the economs. Ths period is sometimes called the Second Industrial Revolution. This
revolution didn't just happen in Britain ~ it took place in many Industrialised countries, including Germany,
France and the United States.

STEEL
In 1855 Henry Bessemer invented the
Bessemer process, which made it just as

cheap to produce sieel as wrought iron. Previously, teel
was ten times as expensive.Steel i stronger, lighter and
more consistent than iron, 50 t could be used in new ways:
