f. Do not allow students who have poor grades to go on a study trip.

g. Do not admit a person to work in a company because they are not beautiful.

h. Pay wages to full-time workers, who do not allow basic family needs to be met.

i. Intentionally dirtying the classroom and not cleaning it, saying that cleaning staff is there to do that job.
