Inside the tubes people will
travel inside capsules: about six passengers
With no friction, Musk believes they will be
able to travel at speeds of up to 1,220kph,
nearly the speed of sound! It will take just
half an hour to travel from lLos Angeles

to San Francisco. Currently the journey
takes seven hours. The attraction of the
Hyperloop is that it is much faster than a
high-speed frain, and, unlike planes, there
will be no time wasted in taking off and
landing.

Nevertheless, for journeys over 1,600 kilometres,
Elon Musk believes that supersonic air travel will

be preferable. In the last 50 years, there has been
