Today we are going to learn the sacraments.
First of all, we need to know what the sacraments are. The sacraments are actions in which the believer manifests his relationship with God. There are 7 sacraments.
What did he give them to us for? To give us the grace, the love and the strength to fight against the difficulties of life.
What are the seven sacraments?
1. BAPTISM 
When we are born, we are born with the first of our sins. It's called Original Sin, and it was committed by our first parents Adam and Eve. By being baptized, we are cleansed from this sin, become children of God, and become part of the Church. God is very happy when the priest, by pouring holy water on the baptized, says: "I baptize you in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.”
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Do you remember who baptized Jesus? For the one who did not remember was John, in the river Jordan
2. CONFIRMATION
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God increases our faith so that we can be sure that He is with us until we get to Heaven. Finally, He increases our charity so that we love Him and those around us more. In this case, it must be a bishop who lays his hands on the confirmer and anoints us with oil (the Holy Chrism), while saying: "Receive the gift of the Holy Spirit for this sign".
3. EUCHARIST

Every day Jesus turns the bread and wine into his Body and Blood at Mass. This happens in a moment called Consecration. Jesus instituted this sacrament at the Last Supper with the twelve apostles. We are forgiven for our sins and by eating the body and blood of Christ we have Jesus within us.

4. PENITENCE
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This sacrament is a gift from God! Through a priest who listens to our sins when we go to confession in confidence with him, God forgives us everything in which we have offended him. However, we have to go well repentant for the evil we have done and the good we have failed to do. Moreover, it gives us tremendous peace and increases our strength to be good Christians, good children of God.

5. UNITY OF THE SICK

God loves the sick. When someone is very sick, or is very old and may die soon, he needs God's help for that moment. Therefore, this sacrament helps to have strength, peace and courage.  It also forgives all the sins of the sick and prepares them for the time of death. It is like creating a union with the Passion that Christ suffered. The sick help with their pain to carry the Cross to Jesus and at the same time, God helps them in their last moments of life.
6. PRIESTLY ORDER
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This is received only by those who have a vocation to the priesthood, who are then able to administer all these sacraments. It is a bishop who imposes his hands and prays over the new priest, consecrating him. Priestly ordination gives a special outpouring of the Holy Spirit and has a special characteristic: whoever receives this sacrament will be a priest forever.

7. MARRIAGE
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This sacrament is the union between a man and a woman forever. When they are married in the Church, it is God who is uniting their bodies and souls. Those who marry must not break that marriage: "What God has joined together let no man put asunder. (St. Mark 10:9). The model that men and women have to follow is that of the Holy Family: Jesus, the Virgin Mary and St. Joseph.
